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Dear Parents,
Re: Swine Flu Update

We have received an update from the Ministry of Health confirming that while there is
still no evidence of a spread of the HIN1 Influenza virus in New Zealand, there has
been a significant increase in the number of cases of the virus outside of Mexico and
North America.

The Ministry of Health's advice states:

"EAt this stage all evidence suggests it will be a matter of when, rather than if, the
virus appears in our community.

It is likely that schools and early childhood services would be amongst the first affected
when the swine flu virus starts to spread here, both by cases and the need to contain
themO

Should any cases be detected the Ministry suggests that a school will be closed for at
least seven days, which is the time an infected person is infectious.

The advice further encourages schools to inform parents that:

“If your child has returned from any country with a considerable local spread
of Influenza H1N1, please keep them at home for a week, even if they have no
flu-like symptoms.”

We would ask that, if your child has been in an area with a considerable local spread of
H1N1, you observe this advice, inform the school, keep them at home and contact the
your local medical practitioner.

Further to my previous letter please keep your child at home if they has the "common"
variety of the flu or indeed other ilinesses as it limits the spread amongst other
families.

Once again, thank you for your support and we will contact you via email with any
further updates.
